Letõs talk about the flu!  Influ-

enza disease may occur any-

time from November to May. 

So, I hope you have all had 

your flu shot.  

Influenza is respiratory in na-

ture. There is no such thing as 

the òstomach fluó, which is of-

ten food borne illness.  Symp-

toms include fever, sore 

throat, chills, cough, headache, 

muscle aches, and fatigue.  It 

can be very severe, lead to 

pneumonia , and can be danger-

ous to people with heart or 

breathing problems.  

On average 226, 000 people 

are hospitalized  every year 

due to influenza and 35,000 

die, most elderly.  Recommen-

dations for who should be vac-

cinated has changed and now 

includes:          

All children from 6 months 

to 18 yrs.  

People 50 yrs of age and 

older  

People who live in long term 

care facilities.  

People of any age with cer-

tain medical conditions such 

as heart and lung disease, 

kidney or liver disease, 

asthma, diabetes, anemia 

and other metabolic or 

blood disorders.  

People who live with or care 

for people who are at high 

risk.  

Anyone wishing to reduce 

the likelihood of becoming 

ill with the flu or spreading 

it to others.  

Scientists study the flu vi-

ruses and alter the vaccine 

each year in an attempt to 

match the vaccine to the vi-

ruses that are most likely to 

cause severe diseases.  For 

this reason, annual vaccination 

is recommended.
