Are Grades, Report Cards, and Academic Honors Really That Important?

Once the inclusion model was implemented, many classroom teachers have
been overly concerned that a functional IEP student may make the school honor
roll, become school salutatorian, or valedictorian, or possibly be admitted into
the National Honor Society.

Still today we have classroom teachers struggling with terms such as
“adaptations”, “accommodations”, and “modifications” which are generally
found within a functional student’s IEP format. Recently within the ANW

Cooperative, we have heard that classroom teachers would like to distinguish on a grade report that the func-
tional student did not complete grade level work and that their curriculum within the classroom was “modified”.

Under Section 504 guidelines, a school district should not utilize a separate, different, or modified grading sys-
tem for students with disabilities enrolled in regular education classes unless it has been determined that the sub-
ject matter or curriculum expected to be learned is fundamentally different than that for students without dis-
abilities enrolled in the class.

By placing the functional student within the regular education classroom, the assumed goal is to prepare the stu-
dent to meet state and federal standards and to prepare the student to successfully complete the standard tests. If
this can be accomplished at grade level both the regular education teacher and the resource teacher should re-
joice from their combined efforts.

A method that many secondary schools differentiate between the “regular” curriculum and the “modified” cur-
riculum in regard to honor rolls, and other academic honors is to utilize “weighted” grades. Schools may use
weighted grades for class ranking, honors designations, privileges, and other such decisions. The school places a
different “value” on different courses, based on objective criteria. Usually, the criteria is based on the fact that
some courses are more demanding and harder than others. For example, Algebra 2 is more difficult than Gen-
eral Mathematics. Therefore, the more difficult class may carry a weighted value of 1.5 times the grade point as
opposed to a 1.0 value on the lower level class.

School personnel should be cautioned that a student’s transcript may not identify the student as disabled by list-
ing classes such as “Resource Math”, “Special Education English”, or an other title that may identify that student
to be a functional student. However, not recommended as a standard practice, a report card may note that the
curriculum was modified if the class was taken below grade level and generally not placed within the regular edu-
cation classroom. Terminology such as “Basic English”, Level 1 English, “Modified Curriculum”; or Essential
English may be utilized on the report card, but never on the transcript.

What is a stroke?

A stroke can occur when a blood vessel in the brain is blocked

or bursts. Without the oxygen that blood carries, part of the brain will start to die.
The part of the body controlled by the damaged area of the brain will not work prop-
erly after this happens.

Brain damage can begin immediately so it is important to know the symptoms and
warning signs and to act fast. Quick treatment can help limit damage to the brain and
increase a chance of full recovery.

5 warning signs:

Slurred speech or trouble speaking, or understanding what others are saying.
Sudden weakness or numbness on one side of the body.

Loss of vision, suddenly, in one or both eyes.

Sudden severe headache.

Loss of balance, becoming unstable.

If you have any of these symptoms, even if they go away in a few minutes call 911 immediately. The sooner treat-
ment is started the better chance of preventing permanent damage.

Remember the best way to deal with a stroke is prevention. Blood pressure must be controlled, maintain normal
blood sugars, eat a healthy diet low in salt and fat. Limit alcohol and do not smoke. Ask your doctor about tak-
ing low dose aspirin daily. Though not for everyone, it may help to prevent strokes.
